Privacy Statement and consent
Informative document complying with article 13, Legislative Decree n. 196 dated 30 June 2003 – Privacy Policy

In compliance with Legislative Decree n. 196 dated 30 June 2003 – Privacy Policy and with any further modification, we provide here information connected to the treatment of your personal data. 

Processing data activities for which consent is given, where needed (art. 23 Leg. Decree 196/03)

The personal data you expressively give us will be processed for the following purposes:

· administrative activities closely connected to the management of the relationship with clients (i.e. acquisition of preliminary information to sign a deal; operations to be carried out according to the obligations deriving from deals signed with clients, etc.);

· book-keeping activities (issuing invoices, ordering payments) and possible data transfers abroad, even in non-UE countries, within the bounds of law;

· supplying goods and services and safeguarding the connected credit positions;
· information activities, to formalize information requirements about products and services and to lay down estimates or offers;

· events and promotional activities organized by the company, subscribing to mailing lists, statistic, sales and advertising activities.

Processing method – preservation

Personal data undergoing either manual or automatic processing shall be kept and controlled, also in consideration of technological innovations, of their nature and the specific features of the processing, granting top safety and privacy. The processing will be carried out by purposely appointed subjects, fully complying with art. 31 and following of the Legislative Decree 196/03. Data will be kept for no longer than it is necessary for the purposes for which they were collected or for which they are further processed. 
Communication and diffusion 

Personal data that are subject of processing won’t be diffused, but they will be communicated to companies connected to F.lli Casati snc both with and outside the European Union, fully complying with the art. 42 of the Legislative Decree 196/03. Personal data may be transferred from the State’s territory to countries outside the European Union, complying with art. 44, section b) of the Legislative Decree 196/03. In that regard, we specify that the subject in charge of personal data processing works exclusively with subjects who joined the Safe Harbour agreement to observe the contracts or connected purposes. Data can be communicated to third parties belonging to the following categories:

· subjects providing services for the management of the IT system used by F.lli Casati snc and of the telecommunication networks (e-mails included);

· service companies appointed to get, record and process data included in documents or other mediums provided or created by clients and involving the processing of XXX payments, goods, checks and other stocks;
· subjects providing customer care (i.e. call centre, help desk, etc.);

· supporting or consulting firms or companies;

· subjects in charge of controlling, revising and certifying the activities of F.lli Casati snc, even in the clients’ interest.

The subjects belonging to the aforementioned categories are Responsible for the data processing, or they are completely independent and act as Owners of the processing. The list of any further responsible is constantly updated and it is available by F.lli Casati snc.

Your personal data will be further communicated or diffused only with your expressive permission. 

Provision of personal data

Submission of personal data is facultative. Nevertheless, without such data F.lli Casati may not be able to provide such services, needed to meet the contract, accounting and fiscal obligations. The owner states also clearly that refusal to supply said data or the provision of incorrect compulsory information will lead to: 1) the impossibility to grant that the data processing is carried out in compliance with the contract for which they are expected to be used; 2) the non correspondence between the data processing and the obligations imposed by the fiscal, administrative regulations.
You are entitled to exercise your rights in relation to use of your personal data pursuant to Art. 7, 8, 9 and 10 of the Legislative Decree No. 196/2003. You can apply to the owner of the data processing, our company, represented by our lawyer. In compliance with the art. 29 T.U. Privacy, he appointed Mr Casati Marco as the person in charge of the data processing. Art. 7 Right to access personal data and other rights

1. A data subject shall have the right to obtain confirmation as to whether or not personal data concerning him exist, regardless of their being already recorded, and communication of such data in intelligible form. 2. A data subject shall have the right to be informed: a) of the source of the personal data; b) of the purposes and methods of the processing; c) of the logic applied to the processing, if the latter is carried out with the help of electronic means; d) of the identification data concerning data controller, data processors and the representative designated as per Section 5(2); e) of the entities or categories of entity to whom or which the personal data may be communicated and who or which may get to know said data in their capacity as designated representative(s) in the State’s territory, data processor(s) or person(s) in charge of the processing. 3. A data subject shall have the right to obtain: 
a) updating, rectification or, where interested therein, integration of the data; b) erasure, anonymization or blocking of data that have been processed unlawfully, including data whose retention is unnecessary for the purposes for which they have been collected or subsequently processed; c) certification to the effect that the operations as per letters a) and b) have been notified, as also related to their contents, to the entities to whom or which the data were communicated or disseminated, unless this requirement proves impossible or involves a manifestly disproportionate effort compared with the right that is to be protected. 4. A data subject shall have the right to object, in whole or in part:
a) on legitimate grounds, to the processing of personal data concerning him/her, even though they are relevant to the purpose of the collection; b) to the processing of personal data concerning him/her, where it is carried out for the purpose of sending advertising materials or direct selling or else for the performance of market or commercial communication surveys.
